SERVICES TO BE FUNDED IN TOTAL OR IN PART BY SSBG
FEDERAL FISCAL YEAR 2023

Adult Protective Services are available to provide protective services to vulnerable adults who are victims
of abuse, neglect, and exploitation, and if possible, to help them resume their role as primary protector
of themselves. (Listed in SSBG Plan under federal definition Protective Services - Adults.)

Child Protective Services are provided to families whose children have been abused or neglected and also
includes temporary emergency placement of children as a service component. (Listed in the SSBG Plan
under federal definition Protective Services - Children.)

Foster Care Services include assessment of abused, neglected, or abandoned children’s needs; case
planning and management to assure that children receive proper care in a licensed or approved
environment; room and board or medical care; counseling of the child, the children’s parents and foster
parents; and referral and assistance in obtaining other necessary supportive services. (Listed in the SSBG
Plan under federal service definition Foster Care Services — Children.)

Homemaker Services are offered to adults and children receiving protective services. (Listed in the SSBG
Plan under the federal service definition Home Based Services.)

Prevention/Intervention Services are those services or activities designed to provide early identification
and/or timely intervention to support families and prevent or ameliorate the consequences of abuse,
neglect, or family violence. Component services and activities include time-limited clinical interventions
designed to defuse crises that threaten a child’s stability within the home environment, case
management, and developmental and parenting skills training
