A caregiver, parent or guardian, can request that a child or youth in foster care be homeschooled. The request is then
sent to SCDSS to approve or deny.

e The child has special needs that are not being met in the public-school setting; or,
e The child is a victim or survivor of Child Trafficking and is at risk for recruiting, running away, or being trafficked; or,
e Any other special circumstance that requires the child to be considered for homeschooling.
